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What motivates you to get up every day, of every week, of every month, throughout every year of your life?


As for you, always be sober-minded, endure
suffering, do the work of an evangelist, fulfill 
your ministry. 2 Timothy 4:5

As followers of Christ we are reminded that we are all ministers of the gospel. Paul gives Timothy then, and us now, four challenges in fulfilling our ministry to the very end.


Challenge #1 - Be sober-minded as a disciple for Christ.

Question:  What does this mean?

	Romans 12:1-2

	Colossians 3:1-2

	Proverbs 4:23

Keep a close watch on yourself and on the teaching. Persist in this, for by doing so, you will save both yourself and your hearers. 1 Timothy 4:16


Challenge #2 – Endure Suffering as a disciple for Christ.

	1 Peter 4:12-16


Helpful Notes: Some translations say endure suffering others say persevere under hardship. The idea here is to bear or hold up under the weight of something. To stick with a task without quitting or giving up. To remain faithful to your calling when you feel the weight of ministry, problems and misunderstanding being heaped on your life. Five years from now your life and ministry will look totally different because you chose to endure for the cause and name of Jesus. Remember a strong church will have some incredible stories to tell of how God has taken them through the storm.

 You are not alone in your suffering. You already have:
· The presence of Christ (Matthew 28:20)
· The prayers of other believers (2 Timothy 1:3)
· The “fellowship of suffering”—other believers who are facing hardships for the sake of Christ (2 Timothy 1:8)
